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BOCES Superintendent to be Featured on Live National Webcast

On October 26, 2005, Dr. Joseph Marinelli, Wayne-Finger Lakes BOCES District Superintendent, will be one of five presenters on a 90-minute national webcast about the integration of academic standards into C areer and Technical Education (CTE) Programs.  The broadcast, “Building Rigorous Academic and Technical Programs for All Students,” will originate from the auditorium of Ohio State University Center on Education for Training and Employment. Ohio State is one of five universities that make up the sponsoring consortium, the National Centers for Career and Technical Education which researches CTE practices, disseminates information and adopts innovative practices in the training of CTE professionals. The other members are University of Minnesota, Oregon State, Penn State and University of Illinois.

Also featured on the webcast will be Jean Stevens, New York State Education Department; Robert M. Bennett, New York Board of Regents; Jean-Claude Brizard, New York City Department of Education; and Richard P. Mills, New York State Education Department.

Wayne-Finger Lakes BOCES’ two technical career centers, one in Williamson and one in Flint, began integrating academics into its programs in 1999. Integration permits students to satisfy their academic requirements in math, science, social studies and English through their technical curriculum while obtaining technical skills and experience. On-staff academic teachers work cooperatively with tech instructors to adapt curricula and teach subjects once available only at students’ home schools.

Marinelli said he is pleased to be able to sing Wayne-Finger Lakes BOCES’ praises nationally. “We were already engaged in a number of initiatives when New York State Standards and then No Child Left Behind directed all schools to adopt similar practices. Because of our high standards for our programs and students, we were selected as one of eight New York State High Schools That Work sites in 2000. We have had numerous programs go through the state’s tough Program Approval process over the course of two years; we have programs with national industry certifications and others in progress. We measure our tech students’ achievement in core subjects and use the result to further improve our academic instruction,” he said.
