CARPENTRY

What Will I Learn?
Students enrolled in this program are provided with the basic knowledge of the tools, methods and materials used in carpentry.  Activities include house framing, commercial framing, siding, roofing, installing doors and windows, stair building, installing drywall, and interior and exterior trim.  Also included are shop procedures, power equipment operation, skid-steer operation, cabinet construction principles, blueprint reading, creating basic working drawings and cost estimating for jobs.  The main hands-on activity for the second year students is the actual construction of a house on a job site.  In addition, students may be eligible for advanced standing in selected carpentry apprenticeship programs and colleges.
