Students in this program may also obtain NIMS certification.  This is a nationally recognized certification awarded through the National Institute for Metalworking Skills.

Prerequisites
This is a basic entry-level course.  Individuals must participate in an intake interview and complete a basic assessment series.

Metal Trades Program

We designed our Metal Trades Program to give you all the skills employers demand.  In the Metal Trades Program, you will learn the basics of safety, blueprint reading and trade mathematics.  You will work on lathes, mills, drill presses, and CNC machines.  In addition, you will learn to perform four different welding processes:  oxy-acetylene, shield metal arc, tungsten inert gas (TIG), and metal inert gas (MIG).  The combination of machining and welding skills will prepare you to work and succeed as soon as you graduate.

Internship

The internship is a practical, on-the-job experience that is an essential part of the Metal Trades Program.  Students have the chance to work at local businesses while they are still in school.  The internship takes place at an approved site and must relate directly to the Metal Trades Program.
